I
STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY.  

I.1
Students are responsible for learning everything covered in the classroom, oral or practical, present or not.  Students who are absent from class for any reason should ask for assistance from a class member who was present to obtain the information covered, before the next class meets

I.II
Students are required to participate in all enrichment activities, such as hair shows, modeling shows, study trips, or approved fund raising activities, unless the student, parents, and teacher has met to arrange an alternate assignment that provides practical application of theory taught.

I.III
Students who fail, for whatever reason, to participate a scheduled activity must make up the missed work during the marking period of the activity.  Normally the student developing or participating in a similar event to be presented to the either his or her Modeling Class, Cosmetology Class, or to both accomplishes this.  Scheduling of the make up work must be done at a time approved by the Cosmetology and Modeling Teacher.  Parents are welcomed to participate in the make-up work.

II
HOMEWORK

II.1
All homework assignments are to be completed neatly, in blue or black ink or, and preferably, typewritten, and submitted on or before the due date.

II.II
A ten percent grade penalty will be deducted for each school day homework assignment is late, unless the student has an excused absence.

II.III Homework for students who have an excused absence is due the school day following their excused absence.

III STUDENT EXPECTATIONS

III.1  In preparation for a public event, students may be required to go to various businesses, and in so doing, students are expected to conduct themselves as professional representatives of both the school and their homes.

III.II Parents and students are financially responsible for damage to items in their care for any length of time.

III.III  The teacher will decide whether or not a particular item will be modeled by a particular student, at a particular event.

III.IV
Students are expected to help clean up and restore the facility to a level, acceptable to the business, after each event, practice, or garment selection.

III.V  Wherever they may be, whatever they may be doing, Cosmetology and Modeling students are expected to be models of what they are taught as Cosmetologist and as Models.

III.VI
Cosmetology and Modeling Students are expected to be good models of speech by using the proper choice of words, tone of voice, voice volume, and attitude.

III.VII  Cosmetology and Modeling students are expected to avoid violence and other conduct that is inconsistent with the personification of model behavior under all circumstances.

III.VIII Cosmetology and Modeling students are expected to participate in the planning, preparation, presentation, proper handing of assets, and the clean up and restoration of facilities after each fund-raising activity.

III.IX  Cosmetology and Modeling students are expected to honor each other, to work as a team, and so assure team success.

IV  CLASSROOM ASSIGNMENTS

IV.1
Students are responsible for all classroom assignment (in addition to assigned homework).

IV.II    Full credit will be awarded on all assignments that were missed only when the absence is excused and the student submits the completed assignment on the day the student returns to class.

IV.III   Assignments made during unexcused absences cannot normally be made up.  This includes tests, quizzes, lab work, class assignments, homework, and enrichment events.  Student and parents may be able to make some arrangement by consulting with the teacher.
