C. Related Information:

1. School Bus Transportation: Students attending schools located on RAF Lakenheath, the school bus
office is located in Bldg. 127, Radcliffe Road, Base Housing, RAF Lakenheath. Students attending
schools located on RAF Feltwell, the school bus office is located in Bldg. 34, in the Lakenheath Middle
School Complex. Bus office personnel will be able to inform parents about pickup locations, times and

catchment areas. The form is available in this packet.

Please note: 1) All K-5 students attend schools located on RAF Lakenheath while staying in TLFs or Billeting on RAF
Lakenheath or RAF Mildenhall. 2) The location of your home determines the school your child/ children will attend. 3) There is
no school bus transportation available from Lakenheath Billeting to schools located on RAF Lakenheath.

2. Student Assignments: School Counselors make classroom assignments. It is helpful for parents to
provide records from the last school attended. If not, personal copies of report cards or knowledge of
your child’s grades and/or any educational problems will be useful to help make the placement. Please,
let the school know if there are any special requirements such as medical conditions or Individualized
Education Program (IEP) that must be considered prior to classroom assignments.

3. School Cafeteria: The Army Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES) operates school cafeterias. Lunch
tickets are available at the Main Exchange (Cashier’s Counter). The price was $1.95 for the last school

year (2002/2003). Prior to school start, base newspapers will announce lunch prices.

The School Liaison Office at RAF Lakenheath Ext. 5077, manages the School Lunch Program the form is available in this
packet. You will need your last Leave/Earning Statement (LES) to determine if you qualify for reduced lunches. The School
Liaison Office is located in Bldg. 977, 3" Floor, *Combined Support Center Building) RAF Lakenheath, across from the Eagle’s
Landing officer’s club. An alternative to meals served by AAFES is a packed lunch. Children who bring lunches may purchase
milk for 50 cents.
